"When this opportunity presented itself, it was just so
unique. It just made sense if the opportunity presented itself to serve the community. I'm honored to do it."

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A Word From Chief Mosley

Hello everyone! As we round out a rainy June and head into July, | hope your summer has been an enjoyable
one with family and friends.

Thank you to everyone for their warm welcome to me and to my family as | joined our Brimfield Township Police
Department this month. After only 1 week, | have already had an opportunity to attend several community events
and meet a number of our residents. As a resident of our township for the past 17 years, my family and | have
long known that we have some wonderful people residing here in Brimfield Township who care a great deal about
our community. This past week has only served to confirm that.

Our police department has established a reputation of positive community engagement that will continue going
forward. All of the things we have accomplished, and will accomplish, are due to the efforts of all our men and
women, not just a single individual, and I think it is important to not lose sight of that fact. That has been a group
effort.

Our police department provides quality services to our community without the same resources and staffing levels
of some other area police departments, and that is a testament to the officers and staff working here 24/7. Going
forward, one of our strategic goals is to add BPD staff that will allow us adequate personnel for comprehensive
case investigation follow up. As it stands currently, we need to sporadically pull our sole officer assigned to the
Detective Bureau out to assist with our patrol functions, and that impacts our investigative efficiency and case
follow up. Additionally, a Brimfield Twp. presence on our regional multi-department Portage County Drug Task
Force is also a strategic goal. Brimfield has not participated in the regional task force for a number of years, and
the ability to leverage the staffing and resources of this regional team to aid in addressing drug issues is
something that will clearly benefit our community as well.

There are some challenges going forward. Financially, the department was not left in a good standing upon the
departure of the prior police chief. That is not a criticism of any individual, it is simply a factual statement. Also,
due to the financial situation, training has not been given the highest priority that | would expect for our
department, and that our officers need. | know our community wants and expects all of our police officers to
have the best training possible, and | can assure you our officers desire that training as well. Like any occupation,
training is key to continuous improvement. As a result, addressing funding to strengthen training for all of our
officers is another strategic goal going forward.

We know we cannot achieve any of these goals without the support of our community.

We are a "community centered" police department and will continue to operate with that emphasis. For example,
later this summer we will be present at our schools on the 1st day of classes for our students for a "Welcome
Back" from BPD. In the Fall following Brimfest, we will be hosting a "Coffee With a Cop" event at one of our local
restaurants where the coffee is on us. The details of these events and more will be posted to our department web
site soon.
