MOTION #2012-031
A motion was made by Debbie Darlas to accept the Agenda, seconded by William Kremer.  Motion passes unanimously.

Ron Jones: This is a Public Hearing for a Zoning Amendment for RNG Properties LTD from Open Space Conservation (O-C) to Light Industrial (L-I).  Parcel Number 04-019-00-00-011-018, Location is Progress Blvd.  Owner is RNG Properties LTD.  The acreage is 1.552 acres.   Again Mr. Messner will do a power point.   
Dick Messner: Again, all of these public hearings have been duly publicized in the local paper by legal notices.  The rezoning amendment here is a clean-up of some properties that were rezoned a couple years ago.  RNG Properties is surrounded by the City of Tallmadge Industrial Park, Industrial on bottom and top of the property.  It is part of 11 acres plus that RNG owns, ten of which are in the City of Tallmadge and there is a little one and one-half acres here sitting there as low-density residential which makes no sense.  It was just missed when there was a rezone on the Rhoades property.  This is a clean-up, Regional Planning has wanted Brimfield Township to do.  The history on this is that Regional Planning Commission approved the zoning change or recommended change of 93.5 acres to O-C to L-I for a company which would be the Rubbermaid site.  The rezoning for the farmland that was on those 93.5 acres, in the corner was this parcel of 1.552 acres which was the low-density district O-C residential.  It’s just sitting there surrounded, and Regional Planning suggested a year ago that we go ahead and clean this up.  To rezone it to light-industrial is to tie in with the rest of the RNG Properties LTD, and the surrounding parcels.  So changing from O-C residential rural to L-I light-industrial which matches both Brimfield and the City of Tallmadge. The property is just southwest of the Progress Park where Dayton Freight is.  When you get into soils and wetlands, when we do these things either through the Township or Regional Planning we try and look as much as possible on soils, wetlands, and everything else for proposed zoning.  If you look at that area, it is wetlands.  Basically, the rezone is just to tie the RNG Property together, the part in Brimfield and other part in the City of Tallmadge.  
PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
Ron Jones:  I will now open for questions or if anybody has a comment.  Please stand and state your name.  
Mike Sanders:  I’m still Mike Sanders, Can they build on wetlands or if it is a swamp?
Dick Messner:  There are three types of wetlands, and this type of wetlands cannot be built on.    
Mike Sanders:  So what is the big deal then?  I don’t get it.  
Dick Messner:  The big deal is that it prohibits the property from being marketable selling with the two different properties there, this brings it under the same zoning.  
Mike Sanders:  But basically it will still just set there, then?
Dick Messner:  It still sits there but it could also be used as part of an open-space requirement that may be needed for putting in an industrial park in the future. 
Mike Sanders:  Got it.  So if they wanted a drainage pond for their parking lot?
Dick Messner:  Parts of it could be used as far as the overall, otherwise it can be used as 11.5 acres to look at it instead of 10.   
Ron Jones:  Anyone else?  Ok, if there are no further questions I will accept a recommendation to pass this to the Township Trustees this month for their approval.
