Winter Parking Ban

Brimfield Township has implemented a no parking ban on streets during winter
weather in order for snow plows and salt trucks to clear the roads. Please be ad-
vised that if your vehicle is parked on the street, it will be towed.

This is not in effect for just the day of inclement weather but for the season. Road
crews often make a “first pass” on streets and then return later to plow or salt
again. Having vehicles parked on the street make that difficult if not impossible
and is a safety issue as well.

If you notice a street light flickering or unlit, please report the issue to the Brimfield
Township Administrative Office at 330-678-0739. If it is after 4 pm or on weekends,
please leave a message so the issue can be reported as soon as possible.

Onhio Edison tells us it can take up to 5 days for the streetlight to be repaired, de-
pending on the severity of the issue.
