MOTION #2016-039
Mike Kostensky moved to approve the Agenda as presented, seconded by C.J. Sprague, Jr..  Motion passes unanimously.  

MOTION #2016-040
Sue Fields moved to approve the following three zoning amendments as presented:

Amendment One: Section 510.10 Swimming Pools:  510.10.A.3 & 510.10.B.3

510.10.A.3

The swimming pool, and the section of the property upon which it is located, shall be secured by a screen or glass enclosure, wall, fence or similar construction in such a manner as to prevent uncontrolled access, especially by children.  The method used to secure the pool shall not be less than four (4) feet in height and shall be maintained in good condition with a gate and a self-latching lock.

510.10.B.3

The swimming pool, and the section of the property upon which it is located, shall be secured by a screen or glass enclosure, wall, fence or similar construction in such a manner as to prevent uncontrolled access, especially by children.  The method used to secure the pool shall not be less than four (4) feet in height and shall be maintained in good condition with a gate and a self-latching lock.
Amendment Two: Section 530.03 ‘shipping/storage’ containers

Temporary buildings, shipping/storage containers, construction trailers, equipment, and material used in conjunction with construction work only may be permitted in any district during the period construction work is in progress, such temporary facilities shall be removed upon completion of the construction work.  Storage of such facilities or equipment beyond the completion date of the project shall require a zoning permit authorized by the Zoning Inspector.
Amendment Three: Manufactured Homes, Chapter Ten 

Manufactured Home – As stated in ORC 3781.06(4),  “Manufactured home” means a building unit or assembly of closed construction that is fabricated in an off-site facility and constructed in conformance with federal construction and safety standards established by the secretary of housing and urban development pursuant to the “Manufactured Housing Construction and Safety Standards Act of 1974,” 88 Stat. 700, 42 U.S.C.A. 5401, 5403, and has a permanent label or tab affixed to it, as specified in 42 U.S.C.A. 5415, certifying compliance with all applicable federal construction and safety standards and as stated in ORC 3781.06(5), ORC 3781.06(6) (a, b, c, d, e) as amended.  
which was seconded by C.J. Sprague, Jr for discussion.  

Board notes that the change in the fence height will save residents money when fencing in their pools to keep them secure.
